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SCHEDULE D

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Insurance

The Owner shall provide to the Director of Engineering and Public Works with a
certificate of insurance to insure damage to persons or property that may be injured by the
blasting. This insurance shall be public liability and property damage insurance in a form
satisfactory to the Corporate Officer, with Five Million Dollars ($5,000,000) coverage
inclusive for loss or damage in respect of injury or death of any person or person and/or
damage to property from any one accident or occurrence. There shall be no third party
deductible for bodily injury or property damage loss and no space warranty clause. The
District, the Director of Engineering and Public Works, any engineer hired as a consultant
by the District in relation to a particular application, and the company employing the
holder of the blasting certificate shall be named insureds. Notification will be given by
the insurer to the Director of Engineering and Public Works by registeredmail not less that
30 days prior to material change, cancellation or termination of the insurance.
